SUMMARY / OBJECTIVES: Students will conduct a mini scavenger hunt in which they must find 5 different Ocean Center animals. Students will learn to recognize basic differences and similarities between ocean animals and people.

FOCUS AREA:  Compare and contrast
DURATION:  30 minutes.
MATERIALS:  How Are Fish Different From People worksheet, clipboards, pencils
BACKGROUND 
All of the marine life you will encounter at the Maui Ocean Center is alive and from Hawaii: the coral, the fishes, the plant-life, everything. Drawing upon a quarter century of diving, researching and studying the world's tropical oceans, they have sought to portray the integrity of these animals and their native habitats so that you may discern a deeper understanding of Hawaii's seas ~ one of the most unique aquatic environments on earth.

ACTIVITY: Each student will be given a worksheet to complete during their visit to the Ocean Center.  They will be asked to compare fish to people. While walking through the Ocean Center they will identify different fish.  They will find traits from different fish and write a word for that trait on the worksheet. They will have to decide if people have the same trait or something different.

ASSESSMENT: Completed “How Are Fish Different From People?” worksheet.
EXTENSIONS: Compare fish to mammals. Compare sharks to bony fish.

Draw pictures of animals in the ocean center.
