Program Description

The Waihe’e Watershed Program continues to be a collaborative education program offered by Maui Coastal Land Trust and the Alaka’ina Foundation (a.k.a. Maui Digital Bus) funded by NOAA. The mission of this program is to provide meaningful outdoor educuation experiences for students of Kalama Intermediate and Maui Waena Intermediate schools that focus on the education, restoration, and preservation of the Waihe‘e Coastal Refuge.  Teachers and students have access to cutting edge technology that allow them to document their experiences digitally through maps, pictures, video, and data collection software.  

Year Two Program Highlights:

· Bus transportation funding for at least two trips to Waihe‘e per team.

· Technology Loan Programs (both MCLT and Alaka‘ina)

· Funding for substitutes. 

· Teachers receive a $500 stipend at the end of the 2007-08 program for their participation.

· Ongoing support provided via the MCLT Education Coordinator, Diana Papini Warren.

· Digital Bus staff help at school and in the field (per request.)

Participant Requirements

Teachers must:

1. Develop and implement a study of the Waihe’e Watershed with their students, aligned to HCPS III, that involves both field studies and in-class preparatory & follow-up lessons.

2. Bring students into the field for meaningful outdoor education experiences in the Waihe’e Refuge at least two times during the course of the school year.

3. Integrate the use of the program technology, especially the GPS and GIS, into both teaching and learning strategies.

4. Use the recommended protocol for Waihe‘e Refuge visitation.

5. Fill out request forms for Digital Bus support well in advance of needs.

6. Submit online Field Study Plan at least two weeks in advance of each field study date.

7. Prepare a final presentation for the program year-end community event.

8. Share a presentation that involves student presentors at the final community event.
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Submit student work samples, a one-page reflection on your experience, and a program evaluation.
